Pitt -Titusville began a local install-
ment of the Red Sand Project.  Two 
years ago, New York City artist Molly 
Gochman created the concept, which 
is activist art to raise awareness of 
modern -day slavery.  The sand in the 
cracks is a metaphor for those who 
slip through the cracks, and become 
trapped by human trafficking.  Hu-
man trafficking involves the use of 
force, fraud or coercion to obtain 
some type of labor or commercial sex 
act.  Every year millions of men, 
women, and children are trafficked in 
countries around the world, including 
the United states.
